The installation of Mapeheat Cable with Mapeheat

Membrane and Mapeheat Mesh

@ Measuring the area and material

Unroll the membrane or mesh
and cut it to the shape and size
of the area, taking into account
the presence of side walls, bond-
beams, pillars, drains, etc. The
membrane may be cut to shape
with simple tools, such as scissors
or a craft knife.

@ Cutting to size

Using a sharp knife or scissors cut
to required size.

@ Floor probe

Location should be pre-planned
to fall between heating elements.
Channel to be routed out in
substrate to receive floor probe
conduit.

@ Preparation of the substrate

Make sure the area is smooth, dry
and free from all contamination
likely to inhibit subsequent
bonding. Prime substrate where
required, using a suitable Mapei
primer.

@ Application of the heating system

The membrane can be fixed to
the substrate using suitable S1
adhesive such as Keraquick Sl.

Apply Mapeheat Membrane
directly to the wet adhesive
ensuring full contact is achieved,
the use of a weighted roller will be
advantageous.

Once adhesive has set (2-3 hours
with Mapei Keraquick S1) the
cable can be clicked into place.
Cold to warm cable connection
must be started in the floor at the
location where the thermostat is
to be positioned on the wall. Click

the cable into place at the required

spacing ( 2, 3 or 2-3-2) dependent
on the wattage required.

Unravel the self-adhesive mat and
secure to the prepared substrate.

@ Applying smoothing compound

Smooth over system using a
suitable smoothing compound,
such as Ultraplan Renovation
Screed 3240 at a minimum
thickness of 3mm above the
highest point. Where resilient floor
coverings such as wood, LVT and
sheet vinyl are to be applied check
with the flooring manufacturer

for their recommended

minimum thickness of smoothing
compound. Once cured the
surface is ready to receive the
intended floor covering.

6a Applying tile adhesive directly to systems

Apply a minimum of an S1
classified tile adhesive such a
Keraquick S1, covering the system
with a continuous even coat,
before carefully running applied
adhesive through with a suitable
notched trowel.

6b Bonding selected tiles

Install selected ceramic and
porcelain tiles into the applied
adhesive using a twisting/sliding
motion. Occasionally lift a tile to
check full contact is achieved,
where required use a larger size
trowel and back buttering to
ensure 100% coverage.
